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Research on the Practical Dilemmas and Promotion Strategies of
Labor Education in Rural kindergartens

— A Case Study of Kindergarten A in Shimian County

Abstract The purpose of this paper is to explore the implementation status and core issues of labor education in
preschool education, and focus on the goal positioning, curriculum integration and home-school-community coordination
mechanism of labor education in kindergarten A. Through the interview method, an in-depth survey was conducted
on the teachers of the large, middle and small classes of Kindergarten A, and a multi-dimensional analysis was carried
out in combination with the curriculum design, resource development and evaluation practice of labor education. A
kindergarten has a lack of clarity on the essence of early childhood labor education, and lacks systematic labor education
curriculum teaching; Lack of comprehensive and perfect objectives and evaluation standards for early childhood
labor education; The three parties of family, school and society have not formed a joint force for early childhood labor
education. At present, there are problems of narrow goals, broken coordination and low resource efficiency in preschool
labor education, so it is necessary to build a hierarchical target system, deepen the tripartite coordination mechanism, and
develop localized courses to realize the organic integration of labor literacy cultivation and cultural inheritance.
